4 ESF Funding ï Consultation Exercises   

SP confirmed that this subject had been raised at the Area 2 meeting a few 
nights previously.  The 2 handheld voting sessions had been bought from 
Wiltshire County Council along with the £2,000 worth of consultation from 
Community First.  In October SP distributed an e-mail to all parish clerks 
advising them of this and asking them to bid for that free resource; there were 
no replies.  SP has suggested to Purton that this may be a useful resource for 
them to use on a skateboard park consultation but again, there was no 
response.  Wiltshire County Council officers have enquired a couple of times 
now who is using the handheld sessions as they have to be utilised by the end 
of March and it takes time for the officers to organise consultation exercises.  
SP suggested that if there was still no response then the Group needed to 
decide on a way forward.  The Group discussed various groups which may be 
interested and spoke about issues around deprived areas.  It was agreed that 
NCAP is going to use one handheld session to consult on the subject of Area 
Boards for the Full Partnership meeting in March, and the other one could be 
used by Purton if they wish – SP will contact them again.  SP will approach 
Community First and ask if the remaining £2,000 for the consultation exercise 
can be rolled over to the next financial year.

Area 2 
resolved to recommend that it becomes a pilot.  This will be decided by 
NWDC’s Executive in January.

9 North Wiltshire Partnership ï Update 
SP read out a statement from RP as follows: 

¶ NWP will remain in being to monitor the Community Strategy during the 
transition to Unitary and to take a view on Area Boards, CAPs, etc 

¶ The Chair and NWP Manager will attend the Tavistock/Wiltshire 
Improvement Partnership meetings 

¶ There is debate as to whether all Local Development Frameworks across 
Wiltshire’s 4 districts  should be kept separate or merged; NWDC is 
advocating a merge 

¶ NCAP should monitor the Boundary Review process carefully.  However, it 
has been stated that the 20 Community Areas will not change.
