Read and agreed as a true record of events.

Matters Arising

Agreed that the FP on 1% April had been well attended with good presentations
and that Care for the Elderly was an issue that should be taken further by the
Partnership (a Theme Working Group had already done some preliminary
work on this).

Noted that Peter Doyle had resigned from the SG due to pressure of
commitments elsewhere

3 Account Update

No changes. Balance remains at £1,592.66. Outstanding invoice awaited
from Cricklade Town Council (venue hire). WCC has contributed £500 to
NCAP for 2008/9. (A request for a further £500 has been made as NCAP is
the only Community Area with 2 market towns — response awaited).

4 WFCAP i_Meeting Feedback (Devizes, 6" May)

VS commented that the presentation by Jim Lynch (the consultant evaluating
CAPS throughout Wiltshire) was well-received if fairly generic. Findings
included the fact that no Partnerships had properly implemented their
Community Plans and all needed proper administrative support. All looked
forward to receiving the report specific to NCAP in the next few weeks. There
had been an update on the progress towards Unitary by Dr Robinson and Clir
Jane Scott. The workshops around the Local Area Agreement (LAA) had not
been sufficiently informative.

NCAP to request a presentation around the LAA at a future Area 2 meeting. SP/VS

5 Format of next Full Partnership Meeting i 8" July 2008

Agreed that a FP in July fell too soon after the 1% April meeting. Discussed
possibility of a shared FP meeting with the Area 2 Committee as part of the
Development Phase of the Community Boards project.

6 Swindon Core Strategy (including Area 2 Feedback)

N WD C ‘Satial Planning Officers had briefed the Area 2 Committee. NCAP
objected strongly to the proposals put forward by Swindon. Main issues
discussed by the Committee included:

Housing development and lack of appropriate infrastructure and lead in time
Flooding issues (particularly Cricklade)

Need for a reservoir within 8-10 years

That it was not for Swindon unilaterally to look outside of its own boundaries
for development opportunities

That the proposed additional housing had been agreed by the RSS in the
Panel' s Report following the EIP in
or otherwise by the Secretary of State

That there had been a Joint Working Party to work together on the housing
issues comprising of representatives from NWDC, WCC and Swindon BC. No
final report had been issued but SBC had included aspects within their Core
Strategy.

Studley Grange i Update

MG put forward a proposal to object to the proposed landfill extension of
Studley Grange (where the present contract finishes in 2011) via the
consultation on the WCC/SBC Waste Core Strategy Submission Draft. With
the SG not being quorate a decision could not be made during the meeting.
Circulation of draft objection to SG members. (Agreement has since been
received via email and objection submitted to WCCI.)

NCAPO6s Future Support

SP confirmed that, along with other NWDC Community Partnership Officers,
she had been offered a secondment to WCC to work on the project team for
the Development Phase of Community Boards. She would continue working in
the Northern Community Area but in a different role. The role of NCAP was
important in establishing the new Boards especially as Area 2 would be one of
the pilot areas for testing out elements of the new governance arrangements.
Dave Roberts would now be working in the Corsham Community Area.

The options for future support for all of North Wilts CAPs were currently under
discussion.
